Bonkei – World of Beautiful Miniature Scenery Exhibition 

Similar to Bonsai, Bonkei (盆景, tray landscape) is a traditional 
Japanese art in which the artist reproduces natural landscapes 
and scenery in miniature on a tray or in a frame three 
dimensionally, using mainly dry materials like rock, papier-mâché 
or cement mixtures, and sand. Depending on the angle of 
perspective, these works create a sense of depth as if you are 
looking at actual landscapes. Please enjoy the portrays of the 
world's tourist spots.
