
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Tokyo, 19 June 2014:  Aiming to become the airport of our customers’ popular choice, Narita Airport will 

use its extensive air services network to over 100 cities at home and overseas to strengthen the 

functions and convenience of its transit services.  From April this year, Narita Airport has hosted its 

“Hospitality Program”, intended primarily for non-Japanese passengers connecting between international 

flights, offering discounted rates for the use of the Traveler’s Lounge and shower rooms, among other 

services.  

 

Narita Airport will now further expand the program, beginning with a discount service at the airport 

restaurants while continuing to introduce flavors of the Japanese culture to visitors from overseas. 

 

1. Discount service at airport restaurants 

Passengers transferring between international flights at Narita will receive coupons, which they may use at 

selected restaurants within the terminals, at the tourist information centers located in the ground floor arrival 

lobby of each terminal after entry formalities into Japan. 

  

Applicable period:   1 July 2014 - 31 March 2015  

Applicable restaurants:  36 restaurants in the landside public areas of Terminals 1 and 2  

   * Applicable restaurants are shown on the coupons. 

Service details:   Discounts (5-10% reduction), free drinks, etc.  

   *Offers will vary from one restaurant to another.
