Tokyo, 31 January 2013: In an ongoing effort to assist our customers and ensure safety in our airport
operations, Narita International Airport has been examining the possibility of eliminating security checks
at the airport entrance so that customers have easier access to the airport while maintaining the high
standard of our security.

We are pleased to announce the commencement of trials using an innovative security system as an
initial step to achieve our objective.
